Mini-Scrapbook

SUPPLIES FOR EACH BOOK
1. Cardboard: two 4” x 4” pieces

2. Ribbon: 3/8” width, one yard length
3. Cardstock: three 8 1/2” x 11” sheets
4

Decorative paper for cover:
one 81/2” x 11” sheet

5. Glue

STEPS

1. Cut cardboard into two 4” x 4”
squares. Two squares are needed
for each mini-scrapbook.

2. Cut decorative paper into two
5”7 x 5” squares.

3. Glue paper on to cardboard. Cut out
1/2” x 1/2” corners. Fold and glue
flaps on to inside of cardboard.
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4. Cut cardstock into three 7 x 7” :
squares and fold in half both ways. !

Fold.

Three of these squares are needed
for each mini-scrapbook.

Glue squares of cardstock together.

a. Bring square 4 underneath to :
square 1; then crease. !

b. Bring square 4 over to square 7;
then crease.

c. Bring square 10 under to square 7;
then crease.

7. Glue square 1 to front cover.
8. Glue square 10 to back cover.

9. Bring tip of square 2 over to tip
of square 3 and crease flat to
front cover.

10. Bring tip of square 8 over to
tip of square 9 and crease flat
to back cover.

11. Bring tip of square 5 under to
tip of square 6 and crease.

12. Fold in an accordion style.
13. Decorate each page.

14. Close book and tie with ribbon
to look like a gift.
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Back cover glued to square 10.
